Let us focus our attention not on ourselves, our inconveniences, or our challenges, but on our call to duty to 
God for what He has done for all.  Our prayers for Pastor and his family now take on meaningful importance.  
Our need to show Pastor, his family, and his comrades our support and love will be required continually so 
that their faith is fostered, their courage made sure, and their spirits comforted by God’s divine presence while 
they are away from loved ones.  We pray that God protects them and safely reunites them back home soon.

But when we give, we do not have less, we have more because when we give we join in the bond of friend-
ship and family, the bond of service to those around us out of love for them. And love is the fulfillment of the 
Law. It is the nature of God Himself, for God is Love. Thus we are reflecting the divine nature. As Jesus said “It 
is more blessed to give than to receive” (Acts 20:35).
