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So teach us to number our days that we may get a heart of wisdom. Ps. go:12

In Psalm 90, Moses composed a song that tells us to number our days in order to use them
wisely. It is wise to talk about your own funeral with your family—especially if you do it long
before you expect to die.

When a believer dies, his/her soul immediately separates from his/her body and experiences
the joy and peace of the Lord’s presence as it awaits the Last Day when Jesus will raise that
body, make it free of sin and perfect in every way, and reunite it with the soul. Meanwhile,
the loved ones, friends, and relatives we leave behind after our death can be consoled great-
ly if we take the time now to establish some prior funeral arrangements in order to lessen
their grief in a time when decision-making is often difficult and traumatic.

On June 5, after the service we will be handing out and discussing a booklet entitled: Cele-
brating the Resurrection, A Guide for Preparing a Christian Funeral. This is for you to discuss
with your family. Please join us in the discussion. If you would prefer for Pastor Weber to
arrange a meeting with you, please let him know.

For we know that if the tent that is our earthly home is destroyed, we have a building from God, a house not
made with hands, eternal in the heavens. For in this tent we groan, longing to put on our heavenly dwell-
ing, 2 Corinthians 5:1-2

Each time I drive around the city of Kewanee, I seem to notice another vacant lot where once a house was lo-
cated. A house that at one time was a loving home to a family, but over time became in disrepair, unwanted,
and needed to be torn down. From a loving and strong dwelling to a pile of bricks, wood, dust, and ruble.

In the passage above, St. Paul likens our bodies to temporary houses, a tent dwelling. Once are bodies were
strong and sturdy, but over time sin and death take their toll. As we age we need more maintenance and re-
pairs. Until one day, nothing more can be done and we turn into nothing but dust.

Jesus died. He was in the grave like we will be someday. But Jesus would not stay there. Life, flesh, and
breath returned, and His body was made glorious and perfect except for those scars. He kept them for Thomas
and for us so that we would know that He is one in the same as the true man who died on the cross. In the Ni-
cene Creed we confess a bodily resurrection from death and we will live one day with our Savior. Jesus will
raise us from the dead, glorious and imperishable like Himself. Therefore, we live in confidence of the resur-
rection of the body and a life everlasting.

Let the word of Christ dwell in you 1ichly, teaching and admenishing one ancther in all wis-
dom, singing psalms and hymns and spititual sengs, with thankfulness in your hearts to Gad.
